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Section 13.  This Board, by Ordinance No. 89-15, authorized the SFPUC to enter into 

one or more State of California State Water Resources Control Board Installment Sale 

Agreements under the State Revolving Fund (SRF)Loan Program and Water 

Infrastructure and Innovation Act (WIFIA) loan, and amended and supplemented 

Ordinance No. 107-14 to authorize, in addition to the issuance of Wastewater revenue 

bonds, the execution and delivery of State Loan Funds to finance projects, provided that 

any such indebtedness shall not exceed in an aggregate principal amount 

$987,414,494.  The Board is concurrently considering with this Ordinance a SFPUC 

Wastewater Revenue Bond issuance, including authorization to obtain State Loan 

Funds and State Grant Funds, not to exceed $1,217,658,494.  The Sources of Funds 

herein appropriated in Section 1 and Section 7 of this Ordinance, or previously 

appropriated by Ordinance 105-14, may include State Loan Funds or State Grant Funds 

when available, subject to compliance with the terms of the authorizing legislation for 

such Funds.  The Controller is authorized to record substitution of the source of funds 

appropriated with State Loan Funds or State Grant Funds, as necessary to conform to 

Generally Accepted Accounting Principles.
